The website, dioceseoflasvegas.org,
provides a link for locals and tourists
alike to access Mass times and news of
events. One cent of every dollar you
give supports communication through
the website.

The overall goal of CSA this yearis
$2,700,000. Each parish shares in the
goal, and once the individual parish
goal has been reached 100% of the
funds beyond the goal are rebated
back to the parish.
